This is a 61-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with diagnosis of CVA, left hemiparesis. He also suffers from COPD, hypertension, and BPH. He has been completely and totally bedbound in the past two to three months after he had many falls at home.

The patient has left hand deformity because of his stroke and contractures. He continues to smoke. He has O2 sats around 92%. Blood pressure is stable at 110/66 today. The patient has contractures about the upper and lower extremities more on the left than right. He wears adult diapers. He no longer able to get out of bed as I mentioned. He has total ADL dependency. The patient has seen for face-to-face evaluation today. He has a PPS score of 40% with LMAC of 26 cm. His wife tells me that he has trouble eating. He now eats about 20-30% of his food and has issues with aspiration. The last MAC at 04/10/25 was reported at 21 cm with significant weight loss with the last weight of 110 pounds at this time. The patient is expected to do poorly. He most likely has less than six months to live. We talked about smoking. He definitely does not want to quit smoking. His wife does not want him to quit smoking. She wants him to enjoy his life as long as he can. Since she knows he has very little time left on this earth.
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
