The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 1980, in Mayport, Florida.  The patient was in a bar.  There was a bar fight broke out.  The patient was hit by a chair or bottle, in the back of the head.  It was a serious impact.  He hit the back of the head, the patient immediately lost consciousness and fell to the ground.  The patient does not remember what happened.  The patient was out of consciousness for about day.  When he woke-up, the patient was ready at sea on a ship.  The patient when he woke-up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient has severe head pain in the back of the head.  The patient was evaluated by the doctor.  The patient was diagnosed with concussion.  The patient has dizziness and nausea.  The patient has neck pain.  The patient had memory problems when he woke-up.

Since this, the patient had chronic headache.  The patient almost had headache almost every weekly.  It is a dull like headache.  The patient also has nausea.  The patient also has dizziness.  The patient has neck pain.  The patient also memory problems.  His memory is not as good since he got hit in the head.
The patient is currently retired.  The patient was a welder, truck driver and property manager. The patient was out of consciousness for at least one day.  When he woke-up, the patient was the already at sea in a boat in the military ship already.  The patient tells me that when he woke-up, the patient had severe head pain, confusion and disorientation.  Since then, the patient has significant headache.  The patient also has nausea a lot.  The patient has neck pain.  The patient’s memory is poor.  The patient has intermittent dizziness.  It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury in 1980 from the bar fight.  The patient was hit in the back of the head and had immediate loss of consciousness and fell to the ground.  When he woke-up, the patient had severe head pain, confusion, disorientation, neck pain and nausea.  It is my opinion that the current headache, nausea, memory deficits and neck pain all results from the traumatic brain injury.  The patient MoCA examination, today showed clearly that he has some memory problems.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.
