CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of heartburn, high fasting blood glucose, and right leg pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he had heartburn on and off, but it was persistent for the last three to four days. The patient was taking Advil on and off and also he drinks coffee every day.
The patient stated that his fating blood glucose is ranging from 130 to 140 mg/dyslipidemia and the patient is going to be seen by diabetic specialist in the next two or three days.
The patient also complained of pain in the right leg and the pain level is 5 or 6 and it is just below the knee on the lateral aspect. The patient does not remember falling down.

Pain is localized in the right leg laterally below the knee joint and he has not noticed any redness. The patient denied falling down.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Examination reveals minimal epigastric tenderness. There is no organomegaly. Bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination reveals tenderness of the right peroneal tendon laterally and there are no skin changes or redness. There is no calf swelling.
SKIN: Unremarkable without any rashes.
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
