Dear Dr. Bhangoo:

Thank you for this referral.

Ms. Rosencrans comes here for evaluation today. She is a 72-year-old. She has history of iron deficiency anemia.

SYMPTOMS: She complains of extreme weakness and fatigue for last several months getting worse. Her recent CBC I have from your office, which was done in March 22 where hemoglobin was 12.2 and platelet were 460,000. The patient did not have any other workup since.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: Includes history of menorrhagia requiring hysterectomy at age 38. She also had bariatric surgery 15 years ago. She used to weight 285 pounds and she now weighs 158 pounds.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is 72-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 4 inches tall, weighing 158 pounds, and blood pressure 129/76.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Obese.

Extremities: No edema.
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LABS: Her lab done on May 7th showed WBC 6.7, hemoglobin 11.7, hematocrit 37.1, and platelet count was 438,000. Her iron was 42, ferritin was low at 8, glucose of 112, and rest of the CMP unremarkable.

DIAGNOSES:
1. History of iron deficiency anemia. Currently low ferritin.

2. History of bariatric surgery.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Since she says that she feels lot better after iron infusion. We will go ahead and give her 1 g of InFed in 250 mL of sodium chloride over two hours that will correct her iron deficiency and hopefully ferritin will improve. Her hemoglobin is normal side I do not understand why she is so fatigued but in any case this was help prevent dropping of hemoglobin for next few months.
