Dear Ms. McInnis:
This is a telemedicine followup visit for Mrs. Smith with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, COPD and hypertension.  Her last visit was November 11, 2024.  She is feeling well.  She only complains of dry cough that happens in the spring and the fall when the weather changes, but that usually resolves spontaneously and she has not been hospitalized or had any antibiotics or steroid treatment because of the cough.  She denies any chest pain or palpitations.  No changes in dyspnea and the cough is nonproductive.  No wheezing.  No nausea, vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, blood or melena.  No edema.  Urine is clear without cloudiness or blood.
Physical Examination:  The patient’s weight is 192 pounds that is a stable weight.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done May 7, 2025, creatinine is 1.68 that is stable, estimated GFR 33, calcium 9.2, albumin 4.1 and phosphorus 3.4.  Electrolytes normal.  Hemoglobin 12.1 with normal white count and normal platelets.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease with improved creatinine levels.  She will start getting labs every two months for us.
2. Hypertension on hydrochlorothiazide.
3. COPD without current exacerbation and the patient will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
