Dear Dr. Boyk:

This is followup for Mr. Goerke with chronic kidney disease, hypertension, and small kidneys.  Last visit in December.  No hospital visit.  Stable dyspnea.  He is still smoking nine cigarettes per day.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  Denies the use of oxygen.  No orthopnea or PND.  Occasionally some nose bleeding probably from the Flonase.  Review of system otherwise is negative.  No urinary symptoms.
Medications:  Medications list review.  I want to highlight the diuretics and beta-blockers.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 118 pounds, previously 114 pounds.  Blood pressure 118/53.  COPD abnormalities.  No respiratory distress.  No wheezing.  No pleural effusion.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries April.  Creatinine 1.95, stable for the last one year, progressive overtime.  GFR 35 with stage IIIB.  Anemia 12.5.  Minor increase bicarbonate.  Other chemistries reviewed.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB, stable the last one year.  No symptoms of uremia.  No indication for dialysis.  Underlying hypertension and small kidneys.  There is no need for EPO treatment.  There is no need to change diet for potassium.  Present diuretics and potassium replacements are appropriate.  There has been no need for phosphorus binders.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.  Encourage to discontinue smoking.  Plan to see him back in the next 4 to 6 months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
