HPI: An 85-year-old female with severe Alzheimer’s disease is seen today for administration of MMSE and SLUMS testing. The patient was taken into a quiet area of the building. She and I were the two present. Explained to her of what we were going to do and reassured her that her husband was aware and in agreement. She needed reassurance as it was clear she did not understand what was being done and I told her we could just then proceed to the testing and an MMSE was administered. The patient clearly unable to answer the majority of questions, she looked at me and it was clear that she had some concern about the testing and I reassured her that it was done for each patient on a yearly basis. We then went through the test and I tallied up the score which was 3/30 indicating severe dementia and in her case severe Alzheimer’s disease as that diagnosis had already been made prior to my assuming her care. The patient has been under my care since 11/21/2024. She has been in residence at Radiance since 05/02/2024. We then went into the SLUMS cognitive testing and it proved more challenging for the patient than she could tolerate. She was unable to participate in the SLUMS testing which was then discontinued after about 10 minutes. Attempt to redo it at a later date was met with resistance by the patient. The patient was then returned to the living room area of the facility. She is in a manual wheelchair that she cannot propel. So, I transported her there, alerted staff that she was now out in the day room. I had spoken with her husband earlier at his request that a letter on the patient’s behalf as it regards an insurance policy be written and this was discussed at length.
