Dear Sirs at Saginaw VA:
This is a followup for Argil with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in November.  No hospital visit.  Weight and appetite stable.  Denies GI or urinary symptoms.  Comes accompanied with wife.  Doing low salt.  Stable dyspnea.  No oxygen, but uses CPAP machine, changed to a BiPAP and now terrible control SERVO.  Denies lightheadedness or syncope.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No orthopnea or PND.
Review of Systems:  Negative.

Medications:  Medication list review.  I want to highlight Coreg, Jardiance, Lasix, insulin, metformin, Xarelto, Entresto, Aldactone, antiarrhythmics dofetilide.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 194 and blood pressure 80/62 right-sided, device on the left-sided.  Lungs are clear.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites or tenderness.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries in May, creatinine 1.5, which is baseline and GFR 48 stage III.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Normal calcium and albumin.  Liver function test not elevated.  A1c is 7.4 and low HDL at 38.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III, a number of factors diabetic nephropathy, hypertension, cardiomyopathy and cardiorenal syndrome, however stable overtime, not symptomatic.  No indication for dialysis.  Chronically low blood pressure, but not symptomatic.  Tolerating present regimen anticoagulation Entresto, Aldactone, diuretics, beta-blockers, antiarrhythmics and Jardiance.  No need for EPO treatment.  Potassium and acid base stable.  Phosphorus needs to be part of chemistries.  Historically high hemoglobin not low.  New cardiology Dr. Krepostman.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
