This is a followup consultation on James Holdner.

The patient initially was seen in June 2023 for metastatic malignant melanoma and lung as well as brain metastasis. The patient had brain metastasis, which was treated by surgery and stereotactic radiosurgery to a lesion in right temporal occipital lobe and also to operative bed in October 2022. The patient since then has been seen by me for immunotherapy. The patient also has history of hypothyroidism and BPH. Today, the patient comes for Opdivo chemotherapy. He does not have any symptoms.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Height 6 feet 1 inch tall, weighing 204 pounds, and blood pressure 120/70.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Malignant melanoma with brain and lung metastasis now stable.

2. Hypothyroidism.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give him premedication of Benadryl 25 mg in 250 sodium chloride and then give him 480 mg of Opdivo 480 mg in 50 mL of normal saline over two hours.
