PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is non-ill appearing very healthy child, alert and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
SKIN: Focused hand and foot exam noted multiple red pustules non-draining with positive erythema, raised.
ASSESSMENT: Hand-foot-and-mouth.
PLAN: Advised mother on symptom management and then it runs its course of the viral infection over the next couple of days. Given a school note to rest and advised to follow up as needed. Discharged in stable condition.
