HISTORY: This is a 49-year-old gentleman here with right ear pain. The patient stated this has been going on for approximately three days. He stated that he recalled he was having a shower when some water got into his ears and he stated he was unable to get it out and started having some discomfort and muffled hearing, which has progressively gotten worse today. He has had muffling and discomfort rated as 7/10 worse with touch. He states pain is non-radiating, confined to his right ear.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 99% at room air.

Blood pressure is 120/81.

Pulse is 95.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 96.7.

RIGHT EAR: Positive tragal tug. No mastoid tenderness. External ear canal is erythematous and edematous. No discharge. TM is dull, but no erythema. No bulging. No discharge.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress.
CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Non-distended. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Otitis externa.
2. Ear pain.
3. Decreased hearing.
PLAN: The patient was sent home with the following: Neomycin/polymyxin/hydrocortisone otic drops, the strength is 3.5/10/10,000, three drops four times a day for 10 days. The patient was advised to come back in 10 days for reevaluation. He states he understands and will comply.
He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none.
