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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that he sustained traumatic brain injury in July 2008.  The patient tells me that he was in Iraq.  The patient tells me that he was involved in several large explosions from disposing roadside bomb.  He clearly remembers every time there was a bomb explosion, he would have loss of consciousness for few seconds.  The patient tells me that it would complete loss of consciousness and fell to the ground.  When he woke-up, the patient had severe head pain, confusion, and disorientation.  The patient tells me that this happens at least three times in Iraq.
Since these events, the patient has chronic headache, memory deficits, difficulty thinking, ringing in the ears, sleep problems, fatigue, mood swings, depression, and anxiety.  The patient also tells me that sensitivity to light and sound.
The patient is currently working in law enforcement as a policeman.  The patient tells me that his memory loss and headache are significantly affecting his job.  The patient has difficulty to write reports.  His memory is affecting him to write his report.  His chronic headache also affecting his concentration and focus at work.  The light sensitivity and sound sensitivity also affecting him doing police work.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  In 2008, the patient was involved in bomb explosions in Iraq.  The patient was working as a disposing roadside bomb.  It was his job to dispose bombs.  These large bomb explosions resulted in him to loss of consciousness and fell to the ground.  The patient tells me that when he woke up, the patient had severe headache, confusion, disorientation and ringing in ears.  Since then the patient has significant chronic daily headaches, memory problems, difficulty concentration and focus, fatigue, ringing in the ears, sensitivity to light and sounds.  It is my opinion that the large explosions resulting in a loss of consciousness followed by headaches, confusion, disorientation, memory problems, these are all common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury..  It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.
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
