CC: UA followup.
HPI: A 75-year-old female followed by Frontier Hospice who contacted me this morning with the patient’s complaints of dysuria and malodorous urine. The patient drinks primarily Dr Pepper several cans a day and infrequently drinks water, which has been brought up to her to increase frequently. The patient denied dysuria or pelvic pain. No fevers or chills. UA was obtained on 05/12/2025 and 05/13/2025. UA shows cloudy urine with 3+ WBCs, many bacteria and culture is pending. I spoke with the hospice nurse and told her that we would wait until the actual culture results were available rather than starting her on something empirically, which the organism may not be susceptible to and the fact that the patient is asymptomatic also allows for waiting. I encouraged the patient to drink more water, she stated that she would try not necessarily expecting that that will occur, but I will follow up with UA results in the next day or two and if needed start the appropriate antibiotic.
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
