MEZA, MARTHA

HISTORY: This is a 64-year-old female here for followup.
Ms. Martha suffered a partial thickness burn on her abdomen and lower extremity non-circumferential approximately 10 days ago and is here for followup for wound care. She says since her last visit she has had no need to seek medical, psychological, surgical or emergency care and today says she has some pain in the burn area only exacerbated and only significant if she moves in certain direction or touches it.
REVIEW OF SYSTEM: The patient denies chills or myalgia. Denies nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. Denies increased temperature.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented obese young lady.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 96% at room air.

Blood pressure is 134/68.

Pulse is 78.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature 97.9.

ABDOMEN: Healing wound of various sizes the largest being approximately 20 times 13 cm. No fluctuance. No bleeding. No discharge. She has mild tenderness to palpation on the central lesion, which is healing slower than the rest of the lesions.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Wound care.
2. Partial thickness burn.
Procedure, wound care. The patient was explained the procedure. She gave verbal consent for me to proceed. We talk about the complication that can result. She says she understands.
Bandages were removed.

Normal saline was used to soak bandages for ease and comfort in removal.

Wounds were cleaned with normal saline.

After cleaning with normal saline cyclosporine path dried with 4x4. The triple antibiotic cream was applied to each lesion in the abdomen and on the left ankle then covered with nonstick 4x4 secured with Coban on the left ankle and ACE wrap on the abdomen.
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The patient tolerated procedure well. She was advised to come back on Monday for reevaluation. She was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none. Today, she received an injection of Rocephin 1 g IM.
