CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 28-year-old male who complained of tachycardia.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient as noted is a 28-year-old who reports symptoms of tachycardia. He notes that the onset of his symptoms has been of several weeks’ duration. He further gives history of SVT for which he underwent ablation approximately 10 years earlier. He reports symptoms of palpitations brought on by stretching and yawning, but not on exercise. Symptoms resolve spontaneously. He reports rare chest pressure.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes:

1. SVT.

2. Palpitations.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Status post ablation at Children’s Hospital LA.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Grandfather has _______ tachycardia. Father also with tachycardia.

SOCIAL HISTORY: There is no history of cigarette smoking or drug use. He notes occasional alcohol use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise unremarkable
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is a pleasant male who is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 115/72, pulse 70, respiratory rate 14, height 67”, and weight 129 pounds.

DATA REVIEW: EKG demonstrates sinus rhythm 61 bpm. There is an incomplete right bundle-branch block. ECG otherwise unremarkable.
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IMPRESSION: This is a 28-year-old male with history of SVT. He has borderline abnormal EKG. The patient reports palpitations.

PLAN: CBC, Chem-20, lipid panel, TSH, magnesium level, and we will obtain echocardiogram. Follow up in one month.
