Dear Dr. Murray:
This is a followup visit for Mr. Bushre who was last seen November 18, 2024, for stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  He has been feeling well since his last visit.  His weight is stable.  No hospitalizations or procedures.  No current health changes.  He denies nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No bowel changes, blood or melena.  He states his blood sugars are well controlled.  He uses long-acting insulin and also regular insulin with meals 8-10 units according to blood sugars.  Urine is clear without cloudiness or blood.  No dyspnea, cough or sputum production.  No chest pain or palpitations.
Medications:  I would like to highlight the Lasix 20 mg daily, also Jardiance is 25 mg daily, also the insulin and other routine medications are unchanged.
Physical Examination:  Weight 180 pounds, pulse is 68 and blood pressure is 126/70.  Neck is supple without jugular venous distention.  No carotid bruits.  Lungs are clear.  Heart is irregularly irregular secondary to atrial fibrillation with a controlled rate of 68.  Abdomen is soft and nontender.  No ascites.  No peripheral edema.
Labs:  He has not had lads since November 12, 2024, that last creatinine level was 1.88.  I gave him a lab order and ask him to get them done this month for us.  He is supposed to be getting them done every three months.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels six months ago and they need to be updated now.
2. Hypertension is well controlled.
3. Diabetic nephropathy stable.
4. Atrial fibrillation currently stable and the patient will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
