REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Mother reports runny nose. She states child is having problem sleeping at nights because of pain.
She states he is pulling on his right ear.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, interactive. Moist mucous membranes.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 100% at room air.

Blood pressure 83/55.
Pulse 103.

Respirations 22.

Temperature 97.3.

EARS: Erythematous TM. TM is dull with effusion. Effusion appears purulent. No tragal tug. No mastoid tenderness. External ear canal is without edema or erythema.

NOSE: Congested with clear discharge. Erythematous and edematous turbinates.
THROAT: No edema. No erythema. No exudate. Uvula is midline and mobile.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

SKIN: No abrasions or lacerations. No macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Abdominal pain.
2. Otitis media with effusion.
3. Fever.

4. Runny nose.

Urinalysis was done to assess the patient’s abdominal pain and according to mother urinalysis was unremarkable. Leukocyte is normal. Nitrite is normal. Glucose normal. Bilirubin normal. Ketones normal.

The patient was sent home with the following medications:
1. Bentyl 10 mg/5 mL one teaspoon p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days for abdominal pain.

2. Amoxicillin 250 mg/5 mL one p.o. t.i.d. for 10 days #150 mL.

3. Motion 100 mg/5 mL one teaspoon p.o. t.i.d. p.r.n. for fever/pain 200 mL.
