He is having a hard time ambulating now even with a walker or with the help of other people because of the fact that he is so short of breath at all times; the patient is on 10 L of oxygen. He requires breathing treatments on regular basis. He is now totally bedbound because of his dyspnea. At times, he is more confused. He has minimal response to bronchodilators. He has lost weight. He has a KPS score of 40%. He continues to do poorly as far as his appetite is concerned. Of course, he is now totally ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. He lives with his wife Fanthon and continues to decline given his breathing status, his shortness of breath, his air hunger and right-sided heart failure with lower extremity edema and muscle wasting and weight loss related to his endstage COPD. KPS score is at 40%. Overall prognosis is quite poor. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
