SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Wendy is a 62-year-old married Caucasian female. She has been in treatment for bipolar mood disorder and has been doing very well. She describes she has no complaint. Medications working good. Her mood remains happy. Affect bright. She is taking responsibility and care of her husband who has been undergoing some surgery. She described she has no problem with the medications or the compliance. She is on Abilify 15 mg daily and Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily. The patient was alert and oriented. Mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process coherent. No hallucination or delusion. No side effect. No involuntary movement or any symptoms of akathisia or restlessness. She also indicated that she is going to shop often, going for a walk and has been feeling much stable and much better.
ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder, symptomatically improved.

PLAN: Continue Abilify 15 mg daily and bupropion XL 300 mg daily. A 30-day supply was ordered.
