CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after hospital visit for new onset seizures.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his wife stating that he has no more recurrence of seizures. The patient is on Keppra and has an appointment to see neurologist.

The patient also has snoring problem but wife manages.

The patient has two seizures consecutively and then was admitted to the hospital with new onset seizures. He had an MRI of the brain which did not show any significant abnormality; however, EEG showed areas of spike and test was abnormal. The patient was on Keppra 500 mg tablet one tablet twice a day prescribed by neurologist.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has right eye surgery for lazy eye; otherwise unremarkable.

FAMILY HISTORY: The patient is adopted and has no further information.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and has one child. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. The patient had *_________*.
PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and the patient has COVID vaccinations.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
