This is an 80-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of senile degeneration of the brain not elsewhere classified. She is bowel and bladder incontinence. She wears adult diaper. She lives with her granddaughter who is also her caregiver and tells me that she is total ADL dependent most of the time. The patient has had weight loss, decreased appetite, and shortness of breath with exertion. Her KPS is at 40% and LMAC is at 30 cm at this time. Her FAST score is at 7C. She is sleeping about 16 plus hours a day. Her appetite is down. She is eating less than 50% of her meals on regular basis. Blood pressure today is stable at 110/68. Given the natural progression of her disease including her bowel and bladder incontinence, decreased mentation, orientation to person only, and decreased appetite along with FAST score of 7C. The patient remains hospice appropriate. Chart review indicates that the patient LMAC has been stable. Blood pressure has been stable as well. Given the progression of the disease, she mostly has less than six months to live.
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
