HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 63-year-old male patient. He is here today as followup to right leg pain. He was last seen at our office on 05/12/25 at which time we had done ultrasounds on that right lower extremity and subsequently he followed up at another facility as well, as it turns out, two days ago, it was identified that he had an 80% blockage of vein of the calf and he was not sure what the name of that precise vein was nor of the one on the distal thigh; we are going to send for medical records. At any rate, procedure was done at that time two days ago to allow increased blood flow. Since that time, the patient noticed there is a difference; his toes are no longer cold, they are warm to touch. There is a faint pulse that I can feel. The patient notices improvement in the color of the skin on his right foot as well. Examination of that right foot does show that the great toe does appear to be mildly cyanotic. However, he tells me it is improving. I did not have the opportunity to see the condition of that toe two weeks ago.
He was given by another practitioner here doxycycline 100 mg twice a day, he is out of that. He feels as though it had offered some assistance in his feeling. He is here for that refill today.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: All reviewed in the chart.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed in the chart.

MEDICATIONS: Once again, I have reviewed them. No changes.

ALLERGIES: I have reviewed them. There are no changes.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient does use tobacco. Negative for drugs or alcohol.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient is awake, alert and oriented. He denies any shortness of breath. He denies any activity intolerance. No GI issues. Normal voiding and bowel movements. The only problem that he has had with activities is using that right leg which he verbalizes to me now is beginning to improve.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 107/65. O2 sat 98%. Pulse 87. Respirations 18. Temperature 98.1.
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HEENT: Largely unremarkable.

NECK: Soft. There is no thyromegaly, masses or lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear throughout.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. There is no murmur.
EXTREMITIES: Drawing attention to that right leg, there is some mild erythema on the right lower extremity. Tenderness has gone down. As stated above, the great toe does show an erythematous process, very mildly cyanotic. However, he verbalizes to me that it is improving.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: I have advised that he must monitor this as time goes by and any changes that he should go back and see his specialist as soon as possible. At any rate, I recommended he come back here in five days just for monitoring.

The patient also was under the care of specialty for that erythema and blood clot and 80% blockage. He verbalized to me that he would probably go back there.

So, he is under the care of vascular, improvement noted in the last two days since he had that procedure. He is here today just to get his refill of doxycycline and we will accommodate that.

Cellulitis is the diagnosis, DVT status post successful. Today, we will accommodate the doxycycline 100 mg twice a day for a 10-day period. He will return either to us or to his vascular doctor for followup in another five days.
