The patient came in after a prescription of Lamictal was given. He had come in because of complaints of “numbness and tingling” sensation on his hands, pain in his neck, status post a repair with a plate on his spine and the cervical spine between C3-C4-C5. He is very unsatisfied with the results. He has gone back to his neurosurgeon, which he explained to him that he had carpal tunnel syndrome. I explained to him also that we need to treat the symptoms, he is not qualified to have another surgery because it is too early to tell at this point and he keeps pointing out that the surgery did not work. On the other hand, he is very noncompliant in regards to taking his medications for neuropathy. He was given a prescription. His physical examination appears to be unchanged; normal physical examination except for the numbness along the arms. His reflexes on his elbow are decreased in both arms symmetrically. He will do a better job he states if he would be able to get that Lamictal to be taken 200 mg at bedtime, which is very, very important for him to continue and to please get the medication. Mr. Jamison Phillip had some blood work done today to check for magnesium and vitamin D levels and basic labs for today’s date, 05/27/2025.
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
