CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with chief complaint of right shoulder pain, heartburn, and CT scan of the chest showing pericardial cyst.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has right shoulder pain on and off for the past three to four months and the pain level is 5 or 6 upon exertion and it is relieved after resting.

The patient has heartburn on and off, but lately she has been on bland diet; however, the patient is requesting pantoprazole 20 mg once a day.
The patient has CT scan of the chest as ordered by the pulmonologist and is found to have pericardial cyst and the patient stated that it was large and a CT scan report was not sent to me. The patient does not have any chest pain or shortness of breath or any arrhythmias.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied weight loss or weight gain, headache, dizziness, fever, chills, cough, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or change in the bowel habits or stool color.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for chronic bronchitis and she is on albuterol inhaler two puffs four times a day as needed. She has not used it for the last three months.

The patient is also on albuterol 2.5 mg nebulizer solution to be taken two to three times a day if needed.

The patient has chronic rhinitis and she is on fluticasone nasal spray 110 mcg/ACT one puff every day.
The patient was on montelukast 10 mg once a day and the patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and she is on simvastatin 10 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with her son and husband. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. The patient does exercise.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or raised JVP.

CHEST: Symmetrical without any deformity or tenderness.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

Right shoulder examination reveals tenderness of the shoulder joints and range of movement is limited due to pain. Handgrips are bilaterally equal.
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
