HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 32-year-old male patient. He is here today for his routine visit of Suboxone. He has been on this for quite sometime now, several years. He is doing well on the medication. He offers no experience of side effects. He tolerates the medication very well. Furthermore, this patient verbalizes to me that he takes it on a regular basis, he does not sell it. He is not participating in any drug activity and he feels very well when he is on this medication. He verbalizes to me that it really helps him.
There is no other issue that he has verbalized to me today; so, this is specifically for the Suboxone.
No side effects as stated above.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Opioid addiction.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit there are no changes.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
MEDICATIONS: He is on Suboxone 8/2 mg, he takes one sublingual film twice daily.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does occasionally smoke cigarettes. Negative for alcohol or drugs.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Completely negative. He has no illness that he is here for it, just a refill of the Suboxone. As far as GI and GU are concerned, all completely normal. All review of systems was negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Largely negative.
HEENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly or lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. Normal respiratory effort is observed.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. There is no murmur.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
EXTREMITIES: He has got +5 muscle strength. There is no lower extremity edema. He maintains full range of motion.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Opioid dependency. The patient will refill his Suboxone 8/2 mg one sublingual film twice a day for 30 days, he will get #60.
2. He returns again to our clinic in one month.
