HISTORY: This is a 64-year-old gentleman here with painful rash on the right side of his face. The patient said he was here recently with pain in his ear was treated for otitis media. He said he started amoxicillin and now he has a rash only on the right side of his face along his jaw. He said the lesion it does not involve device.

He described rash as stinging.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Denies blurred vision. Denies double vision. Neck pain denies stiff neck, nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. He said he is eating and drinking well.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 100% at room air.

Blood pressure is 141/94.

Pulse is 97.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.2.

RIGHT FACE: Clusters of vesicles on erythematous base, discretely distributed on his right side of his face. Lesion does not cross midline.

HEENT: Eyes: Conjunctivae is without erythema, lids are without lesion. The lesion does not involve any aspect of his eye.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Herpes simplex.
2. Facial rash.
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PLAN: The patient was sent home with the following medications: Valacyclovir 1000 mg he will take one p.o. t.i.d. for seven days, #21. He has gabapentin, he was advised to continue that. Come back to the clinic if worse or go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed.
