CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today complaining of burning urination along with urinary incontinence and followup for bladder cancer.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed burning sensation during urination and it is less today. The patient has increased fluid intake. The patient also denied any blood in the urine in the last 24 hours.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, change in the bowel habits, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or tremors.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient is on atorvastatin 20 mg once a day tablet.

The patient has a history of constipation and he is on Colace 100 mg one tablet a day as needed.

The patient has a history of prostatic hypertrophy and cancer. The patient is on finasteride 5 mg tablet once a day. He has been seen by urologist on regular basis.

The patient has a history of hypotension and he is on metoprolol 25 mg tablet one tablet daily along with low-salt diet. The patient is also taking Metamucil powder two tablespoonfuls mix in water daily.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife. He had stopped smoking few years ago. No history of alcohol use. The patient’s activity is housework and for a walk. The patient has no symptoms.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness. There is no suprapubic or CVA tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact without any focal deficit and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
