CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of urinary incontinence.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has poor urinary stream and in the morning hours he has to wait at least 10-15 minutes to initiate urination and it dribbles, but the patient does not have any burning urination and in the evening time the urine pressure comes without much pain.
