CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left ankle pain and followup after hospital discharge for coronary artery disease.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she had severe chest pain at home four weeks ago and then paramedics were called and the patient was then brought to the emergency room and then admitted to ICU with MI. The patient underwent complete cardiac workup and underwent coronary angiography with angioplasty and stent placement. The patient recuperated very well and seen by cardiologist and she is stable right now.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling, calf swelling, or tremors.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with her friend. She does not smoke cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. The patient started doing stretching exercises and she is on healthy diet.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement and the JVP is not raised.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active. There is no organomegaly.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema. Left foot examination reveals tenderness of the big toe as well as ankle joint. There are no skin changes or redness or open wounds.
NEUROLOGIC: The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
