HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Approximately seven days ago, the patient was cooking sugar on the stove and some got on his stomach; he did not have a shirt on and caused a second-degree burn and he was taken to the emergency room where they cleaned the wound, applied silver sulfadiazine dressings and mother has been doing that for the last couple of days, but it has been over a week and she wanted to have an evaluation of it to ensure that it is healing properly. No fever, body aches or chills noted.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: ADHD.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: AMOXICILLIN.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: Very pleasant, awake, alert and oriented x3 patient, no acute distress noted.

EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Focused skin assessment in the lower abdominal region just below the navel noted 2” x 4” very well-healing second-degree burn. Edges are clean. There is no erythema. No drainage noted. Mild tenderness to palpation.

ASSESSMENT: Second-degree burn.
PLAN: Advised the patient to continue silver sulfadiazine cream, also leave wound open to air at home without the dressings. The patient is discharged in stable condition. Advised to follow up as needed.
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
