The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Paul is a 44-year-old single Caucasian male who has been in treatment for attention deficit disorder. He described since the doses of Adderall XR, he took two tablets on a morning bases. He has been feeling much better. I further discussed that since he has been doing good, I will make arrangement so that I can increase the dose to Adderall XR 20 mg daily, which is effective for 68 hours to which he agreed. He described he does not have any side effect, does not feel any jitteriness, any symptoms of psychosis, mood changes, or any hallucination or delusion. He described he is more productive at work, more focused, and not distracted. He has been sleeping and eating all right. He denies any side effect of the medication. The patient was alert, oriented, and tall Caucasian male. Mood was euthymic. Affect was pleasant. Speech was clear. There was no irritability or agitation. Judgment and insight is improved.

ASSESSMENT: Attention deficit hyperactive disorder.

PLAN:  Increase the dose of Adderall XR 20 mg daily. Continue with the supportive plan.
