Thank you for this referral.

This 73-year-old female who does not smoke or drink. She is here for evaluation of extreme weakness and recently discovered anemia.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient says she has been anemic most of her life. Recently however she has felt even worse. Her recent hemoglobin was 8, hematocrit was 29.2, and RDW was 16.7. During that evaluation iron studies not available at this point but she has been anemic all her life. 
PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of bronchial asthma from childhood, history of hypertension, and history of significant degenerative joint disease. She has rods in the spine and has had significant issues with joint. She did not have any blood transfusion despite significant anemia because she does not want it.

She was seen by Dr. Anjana Jagalur who is in Louisville and she was also believed to have anemia of chronic kidney disease. She also has history of osteoporosis.

She is on several medications, which include losartan 50 mg. She also is on albuterol, atorvastatin 20 mg, prednisone 20 mg, famotidine 20 mg, pantoprazole 40 mg, Singulair, Lasix, oral iron, Myrbetriq 25 mg, and Symbicort.

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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 4 feet 8 inches tall, weighing 109 pounds, and blood pressure 123/74.
Eyes/ENT: Did show pallor.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Bilateral wheezing.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: Edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Iron-deficiency anemia.

2. Possible anemia from chronic illness.

3. Long-standing bronchial asthma.

4. Hypertension.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give her intravenous iron 1 g for two hours. We will see her in two weeks for followup.
