This is a progress report on Ambalal Patel.

The patient comes here today with history of a lesion in the rectal area, which interferes with defecation and he has to remove the stool with finger.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of degenerative joint disease and history of gastroesophageal reflux disease. The patient also has recent history of orthopedic surgery. He has been on antiinflammatory medications as well that include Celebrex on p.r.n. bases and also Nexium and gabapentin.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is an 82-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 6 feet 1 inch tall and weighing 178 pounds.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema. Rectal exam does show a thrombosed hemorrhoid.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Hemorrhoids now thrombosed.

2. Degenerative joint disease.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will refer him to a surgeon for evaluation and possible stapling or removing this lesion.
