CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of cough, swallowing difficulty and abnormal chest x-ray.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has been coughing since last two weeks and he ran out of Symbicort. The patient had no fever or chills and there was no sputum production.

The patient has swallowing difficulty. He is not choking, however he feels that he needs to drink water after eating and he had this problem in the past. The patient is going to be seen by speech therapist for swallowing difficulty. The patient also stated that since he breathe through the mouth his throat is dry and that is the reason he has this problem.
The patient had a chest x-ray and it showed aortic ectasia and the patient has no chest pain or short of breath.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, fever, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for chronic bronchitis and he is on albuterol nebulizer as well as inhaler as needed.

The patient also is on Symbicort 160 mcg two puffs twice a day.

The patient has a history of hypothyroidism and he is on levothyroxine 100 mcg once a day.

The patient has a history of early arthritis and he is on diclofenac 1% gel apply 1 or 2 g as needed.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife. He never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. He currently is not working.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals no problem with posterior pharynx.
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active. There is no chest wall tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable without any pedal edema or calf tenderness.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
