This is a 90-year-old gentleman evaluated for face-to-face post hospitalization. He is a 90-year-old gentleman who is currently on hospice with history of malignant neoplasm of the right kidney. The patient was recently hospitalized per his wife and daughter for five days with pneumonia. The patient has not eaten a full meal for three weeks. He was given antibiotics for five days and subsequently sent home. He was found to be obtunded responding only to deep pain. Temperature of 100, was 102 earlier. Of course, he is not eating. He is not swallowing. He has lost tremendous amount of weight. He has severe protein-calorie malnutrition, severe muscle wasting, has developed stage I right buttock decubitus at this time. He is receiving morphine and Ativan per comfort care and Tylenol for fever to control his temperature.
The patient did have right-sided pneumonia. His wife Dorothy was told that he does not have much longer to live, he is definitely transitioning, he definitely has days to live, he needs to be kept comfortable. He appears very comfortable. His O2 sats 98% on 2 to 3 liters. Blood pressure 110/60 with a pulse of 105 at this time. He is a DNR, will continue to remain a DNR.
Overall prognosis is guarded, death is very near. Discussed this with the patient’s family both wife and daughters before leaving their residence. The patient’s KPS is now at 20% and death is once again near. He remains bowel and bladder incontinent, wears a diaper and he is total ADL dependent with his obtunded status, he is not responding, but to deep pain.
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
