This 23-year-old female comes for evaluation today. She complains of extreme weakness. Recently, she had a period with significant bleeding lasting almost for 20 days.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of diabetes type II. She is on metformin. She has history of significant menstrual blood loss ongoing. Recently, she has been on birth control pill to limit it. She had previous blood transfusion.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is 23-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 2 inches tall and weighing 270 pounds.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. Anemia iron deficiency type.

2. Menorrhagia.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will check CBC, CMP, iron, ferritin and give her 1 g intravenous iron and once the iron results back we will set up a followup.
