This is a 77-year-old woman on hospice because of CVA was seen today emergently because of nausea and vomiting.

She also suffers from left-sided paralysis, left-sided contracture, congestive heart failure, obesity, sleep apnea, O2 dependency, and total and complete bedbound with ADL dependency.

The patient was found to be moaning at the time of visit. Blood pressure 160/90, pulse 100, and O2 sat 92% on room air.

The patient has had a few bouts of nausea and vomiting with no response to Zofran sublingual.

The abdomen appears soft on examination. The patient has not had a good bowel movement for the past three or four days per caretaker.

The patient was given Phenergan 25 mg IM and subsequently she was given with the help of myself and other caregivers at home.

The patient appears obtunded. She is not able to follow commands. She just moans.

I spoke to the hospice nurse who is going to get pain medication and comfort care for the patient ASAP to keep the patient as comfortable as possible.

The patient also has had recent history of CVA and is expected to do poorly. She also has anxiety and symptoms of dementia, treated with Ativan, Lexapro, and Seroquel at this time. Overall prognosis is quite poor. The patient is expected to do poorly and may die within the next few days and this was discussed with caretaker at length before leaving their residence. Suppository administered. Phenergan 25 mg IM administered upper right thigh lateral aspect.
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
