HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is an 18-year-old female patient, she arrives today in our facility. Her chief complaint is a heavy uterine bleed for the last two months. She states it is much worse today. She is looking a bit on the pale side as well. We did very minimal examination on her because I thought that it was appropriate for her to be sent to the emergency room for a full evaluation. She does complain of cramping at the suprapubic uterine area, once again a heavy vaginal blood flow; the abnormal uterine bleed would be the diagnosis.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: She takes an inhaler for asthma, which is well controlled.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Once again, minimal exam.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure a bit low 108/64, pulse 69, respirations 16, oxygen saturation 93%, temperature 98.3, and her weight is 100 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Conjunctiva is a bit on the pale side. There is no profound anemia that I can visually see.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

HEART: She dose have a regular rate and rhythm.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

That is the extent of our examination today, we are going to send her to the emergency room.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Abnormal uterine bleed. She is going to go to the ER for a full workup.

2. She will return to us as followup from the hospital.
