I was called by lab a potassium of 6.5, back in January 5.8 and worsening creatinine 2.5 with a prior creatinine 2.1.  I called Randy he has no symptoms.  We review medications.  We need to stop Benicar and Aldactone.  Usually takes no diuretics or potassium pills.  Diabetes A1c has been poorly controlled with A1c above 10, which also contributing to the hyperkalemia.  We discussed what is hyperkalemia, what are the risk factors that are happening to him and what are the potential side effects.  I will advise him to go to the emergency room to be treated with Kayexalate or Lokelma.  Pharmacy at this point, which is after 5 o’clock are already close and they might not have these medications either.  He is feeling well.  Has decided not to go tonight, but he will go if any symptoms develop.  He asked me to try again with the pharmacy tomorrow.  He does have a pacemaker, but still risk of cardiac arrest or respiratory failure from respiratory muscle weakness among others.  All issues discussed at length.
