CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 74-year-old female referred for cardiovascular evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 74-year-old female with history of hypertension and borderline EKG who was referred for cardiovascular evaluation. She describes having fatigue on exertion at approximately one block. However, she denies symptoms of chest pain or shortness of breath. She has had no orthopnea or PND.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypertension.

2. Headaches.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Cholecystectomy.
MEDICATIONS: Keppra b.i.d. and lisinopril/hydrochlorothiazide 20/12.5 mg one daily.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies. 
FAMILY HISTORY: Unremarkable.
SOCIAL HISTORY: There is no history of cigarette smoking, alcohol or drug use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: Unremarkable.

Genitourinary: She has frequency of urination.

Eyes: She has impaired vision with glasses. She has redness and dryness.

Neurologic: She has dizziness.

Psychiatric: She reports having depression.

Hematologic: She has easy bruising.
Review of systems otherwise is unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 163/83, pulse 78, respiratory rate 18, height 57”, and weight 156 pounds.
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DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 79 beats per minute. There is evidence of left ventricular hypertrophy. QT is noted to be prolonged.
IMPRESSION:
1. Hypertension.

2. Abnormal EKG.

3. Fatigue.

4. History of headaches.

PLAN:
1. We will obtain echocardiogram.

2. Further treatment pending review of echocardiogram.
