CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of sore throat, right-sided ear pain, enlarged lymph gland and generalized weakness.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has noticed sore throat for the past four to five days. It was progressively getting worse. She is able to swallow but painful and she has no contact with any illness or allergies.

The patient also noticed pain in the right ear for the past four to five days. She does not have any dizziness, but uncomfortableness. The patient had low-grade fever without any chills and was feeling tired.

The patient also noticed lymph gland in the neck without any chest pain or shortness of breath.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, ear discharge, swallowing difficulty, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary incontinence, weakness, or skin rashes.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with husband and four children. The patient is a bank manager. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals mild nasal congestion without any discharge. There is minimal nasal septal deviation.
Right ear examination reveals abnormal tympanic membranes without any perforation and left ear is unremarkable.

Oropharyngeal examination reveals minimal nodule in the tonsils and there is no stridor.
NECK: Supple with one mildly tender lymph gland on the submandibular area. The patient is able to swallow without any difficulty.

LUNGS: Normal lung sounds without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable.
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
