CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of dark colored urine, pain in the scrotum, and neck pain, also followup after scrotal surgery.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed low-grade fever and change in the urine color to dark for the last two days. He had recently scrotal surgery for hydrocele by urologist.
The patient still has hydrocele in the right side of the scrotum and sometimes it is painful especially upon standing more than 15 or 20 minutes.

The patient complained of neck pain and it is worse upon exertion and the pain level is 4 or 5. There is no radiation of pain to the upper extremities.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, double vision, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hydrocele and it is recurrent.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and family. He never drank alcohol although he smokes few cigarettes a day.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness.

GENITALIA: Examination reveals right-sided surgical scar on the right side of the scrotum and it is well healed. There is minimal tenderness, but there is no discharge. There is no lymph node enlargement.
EXTREMITIES: Lower extremities are unremarkable without any pedal edema or calf tenderness.

NEUROLOGIC: The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination reveals tenderness of the soft tissues of the cervical spine and range of movement is limited due to pain.
Extremities are unremarkable.
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
