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This is a 71-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of abdominal aortic aneurysm. The size is at 9.9. He has not had any imaging studies recently.

He definitely has been having more back pain requiring more pain medication which is the indication of the growth of the aneurysm.

He also has history of anxiety, hypertension, COPD and ETOH use in the past.
He is able to care for himself and bowel and bladder continent at this time.
He is trying to avoid certain medication that can increase his risk of rupture including blood thinners. He also has a history of hypertension, muscle weakness, hyperlipidemia, and insomnia. He also takes Xanax and Valium both for his mental status to deal with the fact that he can die at anytime and also to keep the spasms down as far as the aneurysm is concerned and reducing the chances of rupture. His KPS score is at 40%. He has had no further weight loss. His pain appears to be controlled. His vital signs today are as follows: His O2 sat is 96% on room air. Blood pressure 138/77 which is imperative to keep the blood pressure under control. His MAC on the left side is at 26 cm. He also has issues with walking and insomnia because of what he is experiencing, also feeling fatigued. He has had dizziness off and on and requiring pain medication around the clock to control his pain.
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
