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This is an 87-year-old gentleman admitted to the hospital on or about 05/25/25 with GI bleed, failure to thrive, dementia, renal insufficiency, and chronic anemia.

The patient had a full workup including GI workup, EGD, as well as sepsis and GI bleeding scan which were all negative. The patient’s family has noted a huge decline in their father with failure to thrive, history of hydronephrosis, history of BPH, history of colitis, history of Alzheimer dementia with behavioral issues, hyponatremia, decubitus ulcer, hypertension, metabolic encephalopathy, rectal bleed, history of heart failure with a reduced ejection fraction.

The patient’s family had requested a PEG tube, but it was becoming evident that he is too weak to undergo PEG placement, so he was started on an NG-tube and was fed through the hospitalization which will be discontinued at the time of discharge. The family has chosen hospice care at home with advanced dementia. The patient is not oriented to person, place or time. He is ADL dependent total. He is bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient was treated with Zosyn and then meropenem during the hospitalization till his fever subsided. Overall prognosis is quite poor. Given his advanced dementia, he most likely has less than six months to live. The patient’s medication list was reviewed and streamlined as well. The patient’s family have also opted for no further hospitalization and no heroics at this time.
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
