HPI: A 100-year-old female with history of osteoporosis who receives q.6 month injection of Prolia. The patient had a set of labs and the order for the Prolia provided by her previous endocrinologist Dr. Perihan Dimachkie ordered, labs have been reviewed and the Prolia is to be shipped in an ice pack to arrive at the home of Dave Schrader patient’s son who will then bring it to the facility for injection. I spoke with patient’s daughter Deb Lampier regarding the above and she gave me the information that it would be sent here and has not yet been dispatched but when it is will go through her brother Dave to the facility and the new DON will do the injection. I also questioned whether there was the appropriate gauge needle and syringe for injection and that will be checked otherwise I will bring them from my office. Earlier today staff stated that patient was a little bit fidgety and impatient with them when they were helping her get ready for the day and when I saw her later this afternoon she was in the dining room. She is very hard of hearing so when I spoke to her had to be loud and she does not like when she can hear someone speaking to her. But she was able to tell me that she was fine there was nothing wrong so I let it be. I did contact patient’s daughter/Co-POA Deb Lampier regarding the Prolia and found that it is not yet been sent will be and Deb will check into whether the appropriate gauge needle and syringe accompany it.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Osteoporosis. Prolia will be sent to Dave Schrader’s home and she will then bring it to the facility where it will be given as an injection 60 mg subQ q.6 months. The patient takes D3 1000 IUs on MWF and calcium which she self-administers.

2. Social. Again discussion with daughter Deb and will touch base with patient’s son Dave as to delivery of the Prolia when it arrives.
