HISTORY: This is a 50-year-old gentleman here with left jaw pain. The patient stated this has been going on since he had his wisdom tooth pulled out. He states pain is sharp. He states the pain shoots down to his lower jaw, to his forehead and sometimes to his upper jaw. He denies trauma except for reporting wisdom tooth extraction.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 100% at room air.

Blood pressure is 122/83.

Pulse is 93.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 97.9.

HEENT: Oral Exam: He has good oral hygiene. No cavitation. No decay. Wisdom teeth are missing.

TMJ: The patient has full range of motion of TMJ with clicking on the right and stated he has shooting pain whenever he opens too loud.

NECK: Full range of motion. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No respiratory distress.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

ASSESSMENT:
1. TMJ.
2. Jaw pain.
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PLAN: The patient and I had a discussion as to the reason he may be experiencing this neuropathic pain in his jaw after his wisdom tooth is removed. He was advised to purchase a mouthguard to sleep in and if he is in lots of pain during daytime, he can wear it during the daytime also. He was given the following medication while in the clinic: Toradol 60 mg IM. He was sent home with gabapentin 100 mg one p.o. t.i.d. He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none. Strongly encouraged to follow up with the dentist especially the dentist who removed his wisdom tooth, discuss what is going on with his mouth at the moment, he states he understands and will.
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
