Dear Bryan Curley:
I had the pleasure of seeing Christopher Pauer today in my office. I appreciate you involving me in his care. As you know, he is 41-year-old left-handed Caucasian man who is having migraine since childhood. He is taking sumatriptan for the last four to five year and it is helping. Migraine is currently three to four per month it involves the whole head behind the eyes sometime sharp, sometime dull, throbbing, and pulsating. No nausea. No vomiting. Only bad migraine has nausea with photophobia with phonophobia. Vision becomes tunneled sometime sees flashes of light in front of the eyes. No dizziness. Sumatriptan as-needed basis help. Tylenol and ibuprofen also help. He is here to be evaluated for the monthly injection for migraine.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Migraine.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Left thumb surgery.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

MEDICATIONS: Sumatriptan.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Does not smoke cigarettes. Drinks three to four beers over the weekend. He is army recruiter. He is married, lives with his wife, have two children.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother deceased had lupus. Father alive have a heart issue, sleep apnea, and diabetes. One sister lupus and Tourette’s.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: I personally reviewed the general, skin, metabolic, endocrine, EENT, pulmonary, cardiovascular, gastrointestinal, neurologic, psychiatric and musculoskeletal system. I found out that he is having headache and vertigo.

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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 110/80, heart rate 72, and respiratory rate 16. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: S1 and S2 regular in rate and rhythm. Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds present. Neck: Supple. There is no carotid bruit. There is no jaundice, cyanosis, or edema. Neurologic: The patient is alert, awake, and oriented x3. Speech: No aphasia. No dysarthria. Pupils are equally reacting to light and accommodation. Extraocular movements are intact. There is no facial asymmetry. Tongue is in the midline. Shoulder shrug normal. Hearing is good on both sides. Finger-to-nose, no dysmetria. There is no pronator drift. There is no rigidity. No tremor. Motor system examination strength 5/5. Deep tendon reflexes 2/4. Plantar responses are flexor. Sensory system examination revealed presence of pinprick and vibratory sensation in both hands and feet.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: A 41-year-old left-handed Caucasian man whose history is suggestive of following neurological problems:

1. Migraine.

2. Dizziness.

At this time, I would like to start the preventative medication Topamax 25 mg one p.o. daily for one week then one p.o. two times daily for one week then two at night and one in the morning for one week then two p.o. two times daily continue. If this medication will not work then I will offer some injectable monthly medication. I would like to see him back in my office in two months.
