SOCIAL HISTORY: There is no history of cigarette smoking, alcohol, or drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Genitourinary: She has frequency and urgency.

Review of systems is otherwise unremarkable.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Blood pressure 163/83, pulse 78, respiratory rate 18, height 57”, and weight 156 pounds.

DATA REVIEW: ECG: Sinus rhythm 78 bpm. There is left ventricular hypertrophy. Nonspecific ST/T-wave changes.
