SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Frances is a 49-year-old married African American female who has been living in an apartment. She described she does not want to live with her husband or with her father. She described she was recently having a miscarriage of six weeks pregnancy and since last month she started on Abilify 15 mg daily. She described the medication is helping her. She denies any depression, anxiety, or mood swings. Denies any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. There was no involuntary movement or any symptoms of akathisia or restlessness. She looks calm, quiet, relaxed, and appropriate. She describe she is working in a nursing home but she does not want to give anywhere about. She wanted to have vitamin pills, which I have given last time Theragran one capsule daily.

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder as of she looks stable.
