Thank you for this referral.

This 60-year-old Asian male does not smoke or drink. Denies any drug allergies. He is here for followup of a renal neoplasm removed five years ago.

SYMPTOMS: The patient says he feels okay except for some pain in the right upper chest on the back intermittent.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient was diagnosed to have a mass in the left kidney, which was removed in 2020 by Dr. Moskowitz at Medical City Dallas it was found to be benign. The patient since has been under surveillance.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: Also includes diabetes and hypertension for last 15 years. He is on medication. The patient had last CT scan in September 2024, which was within normal limits. He used to see Dr. Bhogaraju, M.D.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 11 inches tall, weighing 166 pounds, and blood pressure 144/79.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.
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LABS: His recent lab BUN was 23, creatinine was 0.92, which it both normal, WBC count was 6000, hemoglobin was 12.9, hematocrit was 44.2, and MCV was 63.3. His red cell count was high at 6.87 million and RDW was 18.3.

DIAGNOSIES:
1. History of renal neoplasms probably benign status post resection.

2. Mild anemia with microcytosis rule out iron deficiency.

3. Diabetes and hypertension.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will try to get the records from Dr. Bhogaraju and given the patient OTC iron. We will check CBC in month or so when we also will receive records from Dr. Bhogaraju.
